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LEGAL SERVICES FOR INDIVIDUALS Monday, December 7, 5 pm
The Lawyers’ Committee for Civil Rights is a private, nonprofit, nonpartisan legal
organization that provides pro bono legal representation to victims of discrimination
based on race or national origin. The Committee’s mission is to provide a safeguard for
the civil, social, and economic liberties of residents in Greater Boston and throughout
Massachusetts. This workshop will be a discussion of the types of cases that are han-

dled, as well as a summary of some of the current cases. The legal business workshop
will follow this discussion.
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LEGAL BUSINESS SERVICES Monday, December 7, 5:25 pm
The Belin Economic Justice Project, an initiative of the Lawyers' Committee, uses the
tools of business law to promote sustainable community development. Three main
services are provided free of charge through partner law firms to target communities:
Legal workshops educate the community about business law issues that could, and
likely are, affecting them, Legal clinics provide opportunities for entrepreneurs and
small business owners to talk one-on-one with experienced business lawyers about their
new or existing business, and finally, pro bono representation of qualifying businesses
provides business legal services for discrete business law issues. This workshop will
focus on how to bring these services to Boston’s vibrant Chinese community.
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ESOL and JOB TRAINING Monday, December 14", 5 pm
Learn about the range of AACA’s social services provided to the community. Educational pro-
grams at AACA will then be discussed in more detail, including the three job training programs,
the full range of ESOL classes, and the new programs that bridge the gap between intermediate
level ESOL classes and work or job training. This workshop will cover basic curriculum and
goals of the courses, eligibility, and how to apply for funding for classes.
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CHILDCARE Monday, December 21%, 5 pm
Learn about Boston Chinatown Neighborhood Center’s Child Care programs, including family
child care homes, the Acorn Center for Early Education and Care, and the Red Oak After School

program. This workshop will help attendees answer: What should | know about selecting a
quality child care program? How do | enroll a child in one of the programs? What will it cost?
